
Fashion History. TASK in a nut shell:   

Create and present a pp on a period in 20th Century Fashion. 

TASK details:  

Create a 6 page power point , including 1 title page. 

1x title page: Your name and decade only  + NO back ground please. 

4 x pages of research: images about your decade,  you may only include a few words, eg a title or key words.  

1 x page of 5 fashion drawings: your modern designs influenced by the decade. 

Minimal writing : the explanation needs to come from you.  You can of course read from notes when you present it but 
the more you learn it the better. 

Why do we want you do it? 

Designers always look to the past for inspiration and are influenced by people and things that have gone before.  You may 

use this information in your own design projects over the duration of the course. You will be also be expected to know this          

information to answer exam questions. 

Which decade shall I do? 

So that everyone doesn't do the same decade, you will be doing the decade that corresponds to the 

first letter of your first name, from the grid,  e.g if your name is Enid you will be covering 1910 –1920. 

What should I cover in the power point? 

Images about events of the decade, people, designers, technology that influenced the styles of clothing and fashions.  

(Writing/notes, must be written either by hand or typed in another programme, e.g word) we do not want to ‘read’ the 

slides we want you to tell us verbally. 

The slides can have lots of Images on them or just a few its up to you; whatever you feel gets everything across to those 

listening. Depending on the decade you may want to include pictures of your family wearing fashions of the time… if they 

let you!!  

On the last slide, we would like to see 5 of your fashion drawings.  5 designs that are modern and could be sold today but 

have been influenced by the decade that you researched.  Please put these all on one slide together, and 

make this the ‘last slide’ of your power point.
