Year 11 Into Year 12 Transition Task 
 
Subject: French (AQA)  
 
SMRT Sixth Form takes students from a wide range of schools who have studied a variety of 
GCSE syllabuses. We want to ensure that everybody is equally able to access the content of 
the A Level and so the following tasks give you a chance to ensure you are fully prepared. 
 
You may have used OCR, AQA, Edexcel for your GCSE. Each exam board has a core list of 
vocabulary you will have covered. This is accessible from the exam board website, but you 
should not feel you need to look at it in detail. 
 
To ensure you are ready to fully access the A Level Syllabus you should attempt these 
tasks: 
 
1. Revise key vocabulary from the GCSE syllabus across the following topic areas: Identity and 
relationships with others; Media and technology; Environmental and social issues; Education 
and work; Customs, festivals and celebrations. Once revised, please complete these Blooket 
homework tasks:

- Perfect tense  
- Imperfect tense  
- Near future tense  
- Simple future tense  
- Conditional tense  
- Adjectives and their agreements  

Www.languagesonline.org.uk provides good tasks to practise these key grammatical areas 
with explanations throughout. This is a free resource and you can log on anytime. Don’t worry 
if you find any aspect confusing –we will go over all tenses in Y12 and reteach them. Once you 
have revised, complete the grammar questions attached with this document.
